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From the Chairman

Happy New Year! We hope you enjoyed the holiday season with
friends and family. Most of our classes are beginning so check the
white board at the post office or the calendar on the back of the
Tribune,

The Board continues to work on many District matters. Board
agendas, minutes, and other District information can befound on
the bulletin board outside the office. Here are some of the items
we are working on.

LAWSUIT— In the matter of Mary Lou Smith, an individual and
Sharon Denson, an Individual, Plaintiffs, vs. Trailer Estates Park and
Recreation District, Defendants (2008 CA11315), the judge filed her
ruling in favor of Trailer Estates and against the Plaintiffs after a 7-
day trial held October 2010. On November 15, 2010 the Plaintiffs’
attorney/filed a motion for rehearing of judgment with the court.
On December 17, 2010, the judge filed her ruling denying the
Plaintiffs) motion for rehearing and clarification. Other motions
are still pending: 1) a motion to tax costs against the plaintiffs, 2)
a motion for attorneys’fees, and 3) a motion for sanctions. These
motions were filed by the attorneys for the District, on behalf of
the District.

OnJanuary 17,2011, a notice of appeal was filed by the Plaintiffs
attorney.|On May 25, 2011 the appeal brief was submitted by the
plaintiff'slattorney to the 2nd District Court of Appeals (2D 11-315).
On July 29, 2011 the attorneys for Trailer Estates filed their response
and a mation for attorneys’ fees. In September, the attorney for
the plaintiffs filed their rebuttal. Oral arguments were held on
December 7th, 2nd District Court of Appeal, Lakeland, Florida.
Any additional information regarding the status of this case will
be mentioned at Board meetings and will be posted on Channel
95 and in the Tribune.

'COUNTY PROPERTY—The Board is working on a “written”
agreement for the maintenance of the Bay Drive/American Way
property that we have been maintaining. Other considerations
are being|discussed. Please check meeting minutes for updates
in this process.

DISASTER PREPAREDNESS—The Board is reviewing informa-
tion to assist us in preparing for a disaster. The process is on-going
and the Bpard will continue to investigate insurance issues and
other matters that will affect the District. This will help usduring all
stages of g disaster: evacuation, recovery, rebuilding, etc. For your
personal home and property please consider reviewing informa-
tion that is available in the hall of the Activity Center. Brochures
covering many topics will assist you. The Board is consideringhow
to coordingate our activities with those of the Fire Department and
other organizations to provide a safe and streamlined process if a
disaster odcurs.

DEED RESTRICTIONS--The Board is reviewing the recommenda-
tions of the Deed Restriction Committee. This has been on-going
and on October 31, 2011 there was a compilation of our previous
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efforts. If you wish to have a copy of the deed restrictions that we
are discussing, please stop in the District office. We will be working
on these throughout 2011-2012 with the hope of finalizing them
for a vote of the property owners at the end of 2012

ELECTION—The election was held on December 6, 2011, We
welcome the incumbents back on the Board—Debra Hutchinson,
Jim Mcllveen, Lenora Neal, and Joe Salerno.

FINANCIALS—The audit for 2010-2011 fiscal year is in process.
We will report on the progress at board meetings, although we
already know that we did well by ending the year“under budget”
by more than $125,000. Once the audit is finished the financial
statements will be mailed to the property owners.

FIRE DEPARTMENT NEEDS YOUR HELP—At the December
5th Board meeting, we were informed that the Trailer Estates Fire
Department needs volunteers. If you are considering “what”to do
with your time, this would be a great service to the community.
For details, please contact Don Warner, Chief, TE Fire Department
at (941) 758-6453 or (941) 448-1193.

MARINA—The Board budgeted during 2011-2012 to replace
two large docks in the marina. Please bear with us as we make
changes to keep our marina the best it can be.

PAVILION—The Beach Pavilion has opened up on a Friday
night—the 2nd Friday of the month. With this, the Board has
decided to keep the 2nd Friday of the month as a time that indi-
viduals, clubs, organizations or groups can schedule events. If you
have a special occasion or just want to get together with friends,
please submit a reservation form to the Secretary Trustee. The only
“requirement”for the event is that it be for just that day. On-going
or repeating reservation requests will not be considered.

SURVEY—The Board will be mailing a list of questions for
property owners to answer. These answers will help the Board as
they consider matters in the future. This mailing will occur during
one of our required mailings (annual financial or budget mailing)
50 as not to cost any additional postage for the District. We look
forward to gathering this information.

TRAILER ESTATES PHONE DIRECTORIES—We will be order-
ing phone directories for 2012. Please stop in the office to check
that your name, address, phone and post office information is
correct.

WASTE DISPOSAL/RECYCLING—We are now in the months
were we have ONE pickup on THURSDAYS only. Be sure to mark
that on your calendar. There are dumpsters for (1) trash and (2)
yard waste. Be sure to put things in the proper dumpsters.
