As the Board begins a new year, | want to thank Martha Brauer
for three years of great service to Trailer Estates under extremely
distressing circumstances. | also want to thank the Board—a
wonderful group of dedicated people who continually “hung in
there!” Most of ail, | want to thank you, the residents, who stood
quietly but firmly behind us as we did all we could to move Trailer
Estates forward during the lawsuit. Your emotional and financial
support will never be forgotten.

My promise to the Park is that | will do my very best to serve you
in this role humbly and with integrity.

It is a new year with a heavy cloud lifted. Together, let’s move
this Park forward in the Sunshine.

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Lawsuit

In the matter of Mary Lou Smith, an individual and Sharon Den-
son, an Individual, Plaintiffs, vs. Trailer Estates Park and Recreation
District, Defendants (2008 CA11315), the judge filed her ruling
in favor of Trailer Estates and against the Plaintiffs after a 7-day
trial held October 2010. On November 15, 2010 the Plaintiffs' at-
torney filed a motion for rehearing of judgment with the court.
On December 17, 2010, the judge filed her ruling denying the
Plaintiffs’ motion for rehearing and clarification. Other motions
are still pending:

1) motion to tax costs against the plaintiffs,

2) motion for attorneys’ fees, and

3) motion for sanctions.
These mations were filed by the attorneys for the District, on
behalf of the District.

On January 17,2011, a notice of appeal was filed by the Plaintiffs
attorney. On May 25, 2011 the appeal brief was submitted by the
plaintiff’s attorney to the 2nd District Court of Appeals (2D 11-
315). On July 29, 2011 the attorneys for Trailer Estates filed their
response and a motion for attorneys’ fees. In September, the at-
torney for|the plaintiffs filed their rebuttal. Oral arguments were
held on December 7th, 2nd District Court of Appeal, Lakeland,
Florida. On December 16, 2011 the 2nd District Court of Appeal
affirmed in a Per Curiam decision the trial court’s judgment in
favor of the District on the over 150 counts alleged by Ms. Smith
and Ms. Denson.

On January 5, 2012 we received the appellate court’s Mandate.
The Mandate directs the trial court to now conduct such further
procedures as may be appropriate in this action. The attorneys
for the District are in the process of scheduling hearings on the
motions pending in the trial court (see listing in the 1st paragraph)
and they have filed a motion to tax costs (of the appeal) against
the plaintiffs. The motion for attorneys'fees (for the appeal) filed
July 29, 2011 has been denied by the 2nd District Court of Appeal.
Any additional information regarding the status of this case will
be mentioned at Board meetings and will be posted on Channel
95 and in the Tribune.
