The HAM radio operators may be our only
link to emergency help after a disaster. Cell phones may not
work in a disaster. C.E.R.T. received a report from those attendees
concerning the county involvement in the fiber optic system
to be used in disasters and also the new radios the county has
purchased, which are just amazing and will be used in fire depart-
ments and shelters throughout the county. This is just another
example of the dedication of the team members to keep Trailer
Estates safe and on top of the information and technology avail-
able.
