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Telephone Scams
Crime Prevention Unit, Manatee County Sheriff’s Office
Although the Internet has become very popular for scam@ /
artists, we still need to be aware of the telephone. Scam artists
come up with some very tricky ways to get you to give up your
personal information or make you pay non-recoverable fees.
Forexample: You get a call from someone claiming to be security
with your bank or credit card company. They ask you if you have
just purchased something for several hundred dollars. When you
reply that you haven't, they tell you they are going to start a fraud
investigation and flag your account from further use. Once they
get you comfortable, they tell you they need to verify that you are
in possession of your card and ask you for the 7-digit number on
the back of your card. The last 3 numbers are the security numbers
assigned to your card to make purchases over the Internet and if
you tell them these numbers,... guess what? Now you do have
a real fraud because they just got what they needed to make a
purchase in the exact amount that they just asked you about.
Another is to leave a message from a friend or relative asking
you to call a phone number from a different area code than the
United States. Always confirm the area code is in the United States
or you may find yourself paying extreme fees. Call your friend or
relative at a number you have for them before calling them at
the number they left on the message. Only then will you know
you are calling the actual number for them and not to a foreign
country that is using the telephone to scam you for unwanted
fees; fees that will be hard to recover from another country.
This is just a couple of ways of many that can be used against
you via a telephone. Remember, do not give out any personal

A sure who you are talking to. If you get a call from your bank or

=\ credit card company, get their name and phone number and
“tell them you will call them back. Then, look up your bank or
' credit card company’s phone number, from the phone book
or from statements, and verify that there really is an issue. Only
then will you be safe to talk to the person on the other end of
a telephone. Also, if you get a message to call a number you
don’t recognize but they claim to be a friend or a relative, call the
number you have for your friend or relative first. If you find that
someone has tried to scam you, remember to report it to your
local law enforcement agency and provide them with the name
and phone number they gave you, as well as any other informa-
tion that may help identify the scam artist.
