WATCH WHAT YOU HEAT

is unattended cooking. Stay-in the kitchen
when you are frying, grilling or cooking. If you

If you are simmering, baking, roasting or
broiling food, check it regularly. Remain in the home
while food is cooking and set a timer to remind you that
you are cooking.

Stay alert! To prevent cooking fires, you have to be
alert. [f you are sleepy, have been drinking or take
medication that-makes you drowsy, you are not alert.

KEEP THINGS THAT CAN CATCH FIRE AND HEAT
SOURCES APART

Keep anything that can catch fire - potholders, oven
mitts, wooden utensils, paper or plastic bags, towels,
or curtains away from your stove top.

Keep the stove top, burners, and oven clean. Check
your oven to make sure nothing has been left inside.

Keep pets off cooking surfaces and nearby counter-
tops to prevent them from knocking things onto the
burner.

Wear short, close fitting or tightly rolled up sleeves
when cooking. Loose clothing can dangle onto stove
burners and catch fire if it comes in contact with the
gas flame or electric burner.
