(COMMUNITY EMERGENCY RESPONSE TEAM)

Once again we are in hurricane season. It is time to check all
supplies for your home as well as those items we have ready for
evacuation. Make sure all supplies are ready and adequate.

C.E.R.T. continues to prepare for the time that we might be
needed. We are currently involved in refining our two-way radio
communications. The HAM radios communicate with the ARES.
Most of our HAM operators are members of ARES and participate
in their drills. ARES communicates the information to the county.
That is our line of help in an emergency/disaster. Each C.ER.T.
member in the park communicates with the CE.RT HAM opera-
tors by using two-way radios. In an emergency, it is imperative
that everyone understands the use of the equipment and the air
waves.

Procedures are in the development stage for the two-way ra-
dios. The two-way radios may not communicate with each other.
We all work through a central command post that is manned by a
member with a HAM radio. The central command monitors where
the C.E.RT. members are working and dispatches help where
needed and communicates with the county when more help is
needed.

C.ER.T. is working to be ready and efficient should they be
dispatched by Manatee County in a disaster. The first priority for
your Trailer Estates C.E.R.T. is Trailer Estates.

We hope that we will never have to use the training that we
take or the drills that we participate in. If we do, we will be ready
to act for the residents of Trailer Estates.

Did somebody rummage through your car that was left un-
locked? Did somebody hit your mailbox with a bat? Did some-
body paint something on your fence? If you answered “yes” to
any of these or any similar type or variation of these questions,
did you report it to your local law enforcement agency? If you
answer with a “no”, then you are doing you, your neighbors, and
your community a disservice.

Why? Simple: #1 - You may have physical evidence that may
help law enforcement identify and catch the subject who com-
mitted the crime. Although you think what happened is minor
and may never be solved, what are the chances of stopping the
bad guy if you do not report it? #2 ~ if a criminal commits crime
and never gets pursued by law enforcement, where is the deter-
rent? #3 - How can you justify asking for more taw enforcement
officers or equipment to help them detect and catch criminals if
there are no statistics to show there is a problem with crime in
your community?

in short, a crime unreported is a crime that did not happen.
If you don't take the time to report something, no matter how
minor you think it is, then it did not happen. You may not have
had anything taken out of your car but your neighbor may have
lost thousands. If you have physical evidence in your car that
couid link a suspect to your neighbor's car, then it may help law
enforcement not only catch the thief but maybe even recover the
stolen property. So, please, take the time to report any crime, no
matter how small you think it is, and aveid contaminating the
area where the crime occurred.
