Wildlife

Is it legal to feed birds and other wildlife? Feeding wildlife
is generally discouraged and, in some cases, illegal. In Florida,
it is illegal to feed sandhill cranes, bears, raccoons, foxes, and
alligators. Intentionally placing food or garbage, allowing the
placement of food or garbage, or offering food or garbage in such
a manner that it attracts black bears, foxes, raccoons, or sand-
hill cranes and thereby creates a public nuisance is prohibited.

Additionally, intentionally feeding species listed as threat-
ened, endangered, or of special concern - inciuding Florida
scrub-jays - is prohibited unless authorized by FWC permit. To
view a list of imperiled species, visit: http://myfwc.com/
imperiledspecies/pdf/Threatened-and-Endangered-Spe-
cies-current.pdf. Feeding listed species is prohibited be-
cause it can negatively alter feeding behavior in some spe-
cies and can cause them to become accustomed to people.

Feeding wildlife often has a detrimental rather than a helpful
effect. Feeding animals may cause some species to concen-
trate so much on this supplemental feeding that they become
a nuisance or a threat to people {e.g., bears, sandhill cranes).
Feeding stations where wildlife congregates also can help
spread diseases among wildlife. In addition, some food that is
fed to wildlife is considered “junk food” to animals. Things like
bread and other human staples are generally poor substitutes
for naturally occurring foods that wildlife finds in the wild.

If you maintain a bird feeder, it should be stocked with the
proper feed and cleaned regularly. Feeders should be cleaned at
least once every two weeks with soapy water and rinsed in a 10
percent bleach solution. Feeding birds responsibly can be a fun
and safe activity. However, if you attract nuisance species (such
as bears or sandhill cranes), you must stop feeding until these
animals are no longer visiting your property. Intentionally at-
tracting listed species to a feeder is prohibited.

Isitlegal to kill or relocate nuisance raccoons? After eliminat-
ing food sources that may attract raccoons (pet food, .
unsecured trash cans, and bird feeders), property &
owners may live-trap and humanely destroy raccoons
causing damage to their property or relocate them on the same
property without a permit. Live captured nuisance raccoons may
only be transported for the purpose of humane euthanasia. The
release of live captured nuisance raccoons onto public or private
land is prohibited.

What regulations apply to foxes causing damage to private
property? Nuisance Wildlife trappers will remove destructive
foxes at the request of the property owner.To see a list of trappers
in your area, please go to: http://fwc.myflorida.com/fwewww/fwe
www.nwt_nuisance wildlife pkg.nwt active trappers rpt pr.
Private property owners may kill destructive foxes year-round,
during daylight hours only, without a permit; provided the fox is
taken in the vicinity where the damage has occurred. A gun and
light at night permit is required to take destructive foxes at night
with a gun and light. Also, a steel trap permit issued to the land-
owner is required to use a padded jaw leg-hold trap. For permits

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How to Protect Yourself: Pfishing

Phishing is the term coined by Internet scammers who imitate
legitimate companies in e-mails to entice people to share user
names, passwords, account information or credit-card num-
bers.

The term Phishing comes from the fact that Internet scammers
are using increasingly sophisticated lures as they “fish” for users’
private information. The most common ploy is to copy the look
and feel of a web page from a major site and use that design
to set up a nearly identical page that appears to be part of the
company’s site.

Don’t Take the Bait from a‘Phishing’ Scam

Internet scammers casting about for people’s financial infor-
mation have a new way to lure unsuspecting victims: They go
“phishing.”Phishing, also called “carding,’is a high-tech scam that
uses spam to deceive consumers into disclosing their credit card
numbers, bank account information, Social Security numbers,
passwords, and other sensitive information.

According to the Federal Trade Commission (FTC) and other
responsible company websites, the emails pretend to be from
businesses the potential victims already have a relationship
with. These include, their Internet service provider (ISP), online
payment service or bank. The “phisher” tells recipients that they
need to“update”or“validate”their billing information to keep their
accounts active, and direct them to a “look-alike” Web site of the
legitimate business, further tricking consumers into thinking they
are responding to a bona fide request. Unknowingly, consumers
submit their financial information - not to the businesses - but
the scammers, who use it to order goods and services and obtain
credit. Other related crimes include credit card fraud or theft and
identity theft.

There are several steps you can take to make sure you never fall
for one of these scams:

- Ifyou get an email that warns you, with little or no notice,
that an account of yours will be shut down unless you
reconfirm your billing information, do not reply or click
on the link in the email. Instead, contact the company
cited in the email using a telephone number or Web site
address you know to be genuine.

+ Avoid emailing personal and financial information. Before
submitting financial information through a Web site, look
for the “lock” icon on the browser's status bar. It signals
that your information is secure during transmission.

« Review credit card and bank account statements as soon
as you receive them to determine whether there are any
unauthorized charges. If your statement is late by more
than a couple of days, call your credit card company or
bank to confirm your billing address and account bal-
ances.

» Always ensure that you're using a secure server when
submitting credit card information. To make sure you're
using a secure server, check the beginning of the web ad-
dress in your browsers address bar - it should be https://
rather than just http://.

+ Contact your bank or credit card company if you think
you may have replied to a fraudulent E-Mail with sensitive
personal information.

- Report suspicious activity to the FTC. Send the ac-
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tual spam to spam@uce.gov. If you believe you've been
scammed, file your complaint at www.ftc.gov, and then
visit the Attorney General’s identity Theft Web site at
http://myfloridalegal.com/identitytheft for information
on how to protect yourself from identity theft.
+ Finally Microsoft has recently created a security update for
Internet Explorer that will help you avoid Phishing scams.
It removes a vulnerability that could allow an attacker to
mis-represent the location of a Web page in the Address
bar of an Internet Explorer window. We strongly urges you
apply this patch if your computer has Internet Explorer
installed (even if you do not use Internet Explorer as your
primary web browser). To install this security update,
