Here are the updates of some District items on our fall schedule.

KITCHEN—Early October the Board of Trustees will be reviewing and discussing the
Administrative Complaint filed against the District by the Department of Business
and Professional Regulation (DBPR)/Division of Hotels and Restaurants. The matter
will need to be resolved by October 17, 2010, the ending date for the extension that
was granted to the District. Watch for the update on Channel 95 and District bulletin
boards.

LAWSUIT—The pending litigation against the District is Case #2008CA11315 Mary Lou
Smith, an individual, and Sharon Denson, an individual, Plaintiffs, vs. Trailer Estates
Park and Recreation District, Defendant. The trial is on the docket for the October 4,
2010 trial period. Please refer to the District bulletin boards and Channel 95 for the
actual start date. On September 7, 2010, the four individual Trustees were dismissed
with prejudice from this lawsuit and removed as parties to the lawsuit.

MEETINGS—Meetings for October are scheduled for 7:30 p.m. The trial period is the
first three weeks of October but we are unaware of what dates we will actually be in
trial. Two additional Board meetings have been scheduled-- Monday, September 27th,
9:30 a.m. and Friday, October 1, 9:30 a.m.

VACANCY—We have a vacancy on the board for the Continuing Recreation Trustee/Ma-
rinaTrustee. Information about the duties of that Trustee can be found in PP40—Trustee
Duties, available in the District Office. Look for the vacancy to be advertised on the
District bulletin boards sometime in September/October, when a quorum is present
to conduct interviews and make an appointment at a Board meeting.

ELECTION—There are five board openings at the upcoming election this December,
2010. Please look in this Tribune for further information regarding procedures. A work-
shop will be held in December, shortly after the election, to provide Public Records
and Sunshine Law information to the new Board members.

Flu Clinic

On Wednesday, October 27, 2010 from 8
a.m.to 11 a.m, the Manatee Health Depart-
ment will be here in the back of the large
hall to administer influenza and pneumo-
nia immunizations. The influenza vaccine
this year will also contain HIN1 strain, oth-
erwise known as swine flu. These injections
will be covered by Medicare. For those in
an HMO or Medicare Advantage program
there will be a charge and a receipt given
to you in order to file with those programs
for reimbursement. At this date the price
has not been set. Check next month’s Tri-
bune for cost. The pneumonia vaccine is
usually good for a lifetime and need not be
repeated if you received it after the age of
65. The influenza vaccine must be given
every year to sustain immunity.

You must sign up ahead of time in the
office for us to have a count on how many
injections they need to save for us. Since
we average anywhere from 200-400 injec-
tions the Health Department needs this
information to plan accordingly.

While you are at the Park office, please
take the time to make a copy of your Medi-
care card to bring with you the day of the
clinic. This will be stapled to the form they
use for reimbursement. As to the optional
double strength influenza vaccine they are
experimenting with this year| do notknow
at this time if the Health Department will
be offering it. Some of the local drug stores
are but the cost is $10 more according to
their ads. Any questions call Janet Vander
Molen 753-6349.
