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From the Chairman

Seasons Greetings and Happy New Year! This is a great time of
year when there are festive parties and activities. We also have
many recreational activities that start in December and January.
Please look for the dates and times of upcoming events on Chan-
nel 95 and on the District bulletin boards.

Here are some of the District matters that the board is dealing with.

KITCHEN—The Administrative Complaint filed against the
District by the Department of Business and Professional Regula-
tion (DBPR)/Division of Hotels and Restaurants has been resolved.
As noted in our policy (PP60) the kitchen is available for use by
clubs, organizations, etc., for events for the park residents and
their guests. Advertisements and notices must state that the
event is only for park residents and their guests. If you wish to
include groups from outside the park, a temporary event license
from the DBPR s required. A brochure is available in the office to
assist you in applying for the temporary event license.

The board has been discussing food service activities that
occur on District grounds. Discussion and consideration of any
specific requirements or policies will occur at the January board
meetings. Please watch Channel 95 or review the board materials
(agendas/minutes/bullets) for more information.

LAWSUIT—In the matter of Mary Lou Smith, an individual, and
Sharon Denson, an individual, Plaintiffs vs. Trailer Estates Park and
Recreation District, Defendant (2008CA11315), the judge filed
her ruling in favor of Trailer Estates and against the Plaintiffs. The
ruling is available in the District Office or on the District website,
www.trailerestatesfl.org. On November 15, 2010 the Plaintiffs’
attorney filed a motion for rehearing of judgment with the court.
The attorneys for the District, on behalf of the District, have filed
two motions: 1) a motion to tax costs against the plaintiffs, and 2)
a maotion for attorney fees. Any additional information regarding
the status of these filings will be mentioned at Board meetings
and will be posted on Channel 95 and in the Tribune.

MEETINGS—The 2011 meetings are scheduled for the 1st, 3rd,
and 5th Mondays of the month. The meetings will be held in the
Small Hall and will begin at 9:30 a.m. for the 1st and 5th Mondays,
and 7:00 p.m. for the 3rd Mondays. Each date includes a Board
meeting with a Board workshop immediately following. Agendas
can be found on the District bulletin boards and on Channel 95.
TRIBUNE—Tribune articles can be submitted by email. Please
address them to Jane LeDuc at the following email address:

The board is considering a
Tribune policy and procedure at the December 20th meeting.

SUNSHINE WORKSHOP—On January 31st the District will be
holding a Sunshine and Public Records Workshop. Mark Barnebey,
District Attorney, will discuss these laws and how they affect the
District.

- Plasticltems: Any items that do not have #1 through #7 stamped
in the recycling symbol on the bottom of the container, includ-
ing, but not limited to: celiophane, clothes hangers, diapers,
tawn furniture, plastic bags (recycle at the grocery store), PVC,
toxic materials, or plastic toys. (Even though plastic bags and
Styrofoam have a recycling triangle symbol with a number, we
do not accept them in our curbside recycling program - Please
find an alternative method to recycle these items.)

WHY RECYCLE?

Recycling conserves natural resources such as trees,‘
virgin aluminum, oil, iron ore, and more.

Recycling one ton of newspapers saves 17 trees. Recycling
aluminum cans saves 95% of the energy needed to produce new
cans from virgin materials.

Recycling helps protect wildlife habitat and protects the envi-
ronment from mining and other disruptions.

Recycling helps curb global warming by reducing energy needs.

Recycling stems the flow of water pollution by using far less
water than manufacturing from virgin materials.

Recycling reduces the need for landfills. It also extends the life
of the County's Lena Road Landfill.

The schedules are varied. Members sign up according to their
own available time. This makes it harder for criminals to find SAFE
times to come into our community. We normally take two hour
shifts of our own choosing by signing up on the calendar for the
next month at our monthly meetings.

Each car will have a driver and another Crime Watch member
or aride along. The member uses his own car and buys his own
gas. They have the use of the Crime Watch CB radio for the time
they are on patrol and also magnetic strips for the sides and
back to their car so that residents will know who we are. Some
members on patrol use their cell phones instead of the CB radio.
Both methods can be used to report to the base on duty.

We have a team of “Base Unit Operators’, who are also volun-
teers. They command a CB radio which the patrol contacts every
half-hour (or more if necessary). If the patrol encounters a situ-
ation while on duty, they report directly to the base unit who in
turn reports the incident to the authorities.
