C.E.R.T. (COMMUNITY EMERGENCY RESPONSE TEAM)

C.E.R.T. and guests took the Port Manatee tour in January. The
Port Authority conducts a free personal tour of the facility via tram.
We had a very interesting and knowledgeable tour guide for the
entire trip. We would like to share with the readers some of the
important facts regarding the Port as well as how to arrange your
own tour. This is a tour that we felt was well worth our time.

Port Manatee is the closest U.S. deep-water seaport to the
Panama Canal. The Port moves about 9 million tons of cargo.
The Port is the leading port facility for the Southeast’s forestry
products. Port Manatee is one of three of Florida’s deep water
seaports, operating its own railroad. The Port adds more than
$2.3 billion in annual economic impact to Manatee County and
supports nearly 23,000 jobs in Manatee County.

Commodities shipped through the Port are pineapples, melons,
bananas, lumber, high-end cabinetry wood, plywood, paper,
wood pulp, fertilizer, cement, used cars, aluminum, steel, fuel,
aggregate and citrus juice products.

The Port does not use tax dollars to operate. It maintains itself
through the rental of warehouse and office space as well as charg-
ing ships to dock. The first ship to dock was 576 feet long; and while
theretoday, a ship docked and was 600ft pluslong and 105 feet wide.
Another ship not quite as long was being loaded with orange juice.

Manbirtee Key is a 60-acre bird sanctuary that attracts more
than 120 species of birds. The Key was created in the 60’s during
the port's original construction.
