We have had an EZ Up donated to
add to the trailer we hope to purchase and use as the Command
Center. If any of you have any ideas that would help us, please let
us know.

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equipment to help the firefighters: bunker gear, foam canister,
smoke ejectors, fire hoses, fans, air conditioner, pager, computer,
2-way radios, hookup to the 911 system, and may more items, too
numerous to mention. We have purchased the golf cartand trailer
to make the pickup and delivery of donations and sales easier.

We have helped with repairs on the building, took down the
siren tower, put up flood doors, put a new roof on the fire station.
We have an area for bike repairs and storage. There is a room to
fix electrical items.

In 1989, we put $30,000 toward a 1990 first alert truck.

In 1993, we put $17,000 toward a new pumper.

In 1997, we helped the fire department put on a chicken dinner
to buy an automatic external defibrillator.

In 2001, the final payment of $24,904 was made on fire engine
1196.

In 2005, we honored our five oldest volunteers: Earl Hinz, Marty
Beadle, Reva Lutx, Marge Lawson and Betty Landweher - by giving
the fire department a check for $5,000 to help toward the small
van.

Our firemen are the best dressed in Manatee County, as we are
the best as a volunteer fire station.

We have a volunteer luncheon two times a year for our summer
and winter volunteers as a thank you for helping.

We have given money to the fire department for different things
like help with the flood insurance, put running boards on the small
van, and other things.

From 2/27/02 to 1/4/11, we have donated $167,866 toward the
fire department. We would like to take this opportunity to thank
all of you for donations we can resell to keep our fire taxes at $40 a
year. If any of you would like to volunteer a couple hours a week,
we always need the help to give some who are here year around
a break. This is not just for women. We need men for the muscles
to pick up and deliver items. Finally, let me take thistime to say a
big thank you to all past and present volunteers. Without you, we
would never have made it this far, as your dedicated help made
it happen.
