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From the Chairman

May is here and brings us warmer weather and the start of our
summer activities. Check the calendar for dances, potiucks, and
other events for the days ahead.

The Board continues to work on many items. Most recent items
are as follows:

BUDGET/ASSESSMENT for 2011—The Board set the budget
for 2011-2012 on March 21, 2011. The yearly assessment will be
$1125 or $93.75 per month. Starting in October we will begin with
some improvements to the park—repairing the marina docks,
refinishing the flooring in the large hall, replacing the activity
center flooring, etc. A budget letter and copy of the budget was
sent out to property owners the end of March. Feel free to pick
up a copy from the office.

AUDIT REPORT—The audit report for fiscal year 2009-2010
is completed. If you wish to review a full copy of the report, it is
available in the office but also is available on the Trailer Estates
Website, www.trailerestatesfl.org. The financial statement was
included in the March mailing to the property owners.

For auditing services for 2010-2011, the Auditor Selection Com-
mittee has made a recommendation to go with the same firm, CPA
Associates. For more information please review Board meeting
minutes.

CANADA DRIVE/BAY DRIVE STOP SIGNS—Manatee County
Dept. of Public Works has determined that there will not be any
additional stop signs at the intersection of Canada Drive/Bay
Drive. After collecting the data regarding traffic speed, volume,
accident history, etc., the standards necessary for adding the stop
signs were not met.

LAWSUIT— On January 17, 2011, in the matter of Mary Lou
Smith, an individual, and Sharon Denson, an individual, Plain-
tiffs, vs. Trailer Estates Park and Recreation District, Defendant
(2008CA11315), a notice of appeal was filed by the Plaintiffs’
attorney. The appellants have been granted an extension until
April 25th for the filing of their appeal brief to the 2nd District
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Court of Appeals (2D 11-315). When the brief is filed, the attor-
neys for the District will begin working on their response. Any
additional information regarding the status of this case will be
mentioned at Board meetings and will be posted on Channel 95
and in the Tribune.

BOAT HOIST—The Board was informed that the Yacht Club
wishes to have the District handle the removal of the boat hoist
from the storage area. The review from our insurance company
indicated that the boat hoist carried great risk to the District. Many
options were considered by the Board. For an update, please
check Board meeting minutes.

FIRE DEPARTMENT NEEDS YOUR HELP—At the April 4th
Board meeting, we were informed that the Trailer Estates Fire
Department needs volunteers. If you are considering “what” to
do with your time, this would be a great service to the commu-
nity.

WASTE DISPOSAL/RECYCLING—October through May, there
is one pickup on THURSDAYs. From June through September we
will have two trash pickups, MONDAY and THURSDAY. Checkout
the new recycling bin. There are no steps to climb. PLEASE KEEP
RECYCLING! Remember the“recycling”dumpster doesn’t cost us
anything to empty.

CAPACITY REVIEW—The Fire Marshall is reviewing the capacity
limits in our halls and rooms. In addition, the Board is purchasing
audio and visual enhancements to our fire alarm systems. For
further information, please stop in the District office.

NEW TRUSTEE—On April 4th the Board selected Lenora Neal
from a field of 4 applicants to fill the vacant Trustee position. She
has been elected to serve as Treasurer for the remainder of 2011.
Please join the Board in welcoming her.

DEED RESTRICTIONS--The Board is reviewing the recom-
mendations of the Deed Restriction Committee. This has been
on-going, and will continue next fall. Please submit your sugges-
tions to a member of the Board, or in the District office. We will be
working on these throughout 2011-2012 with the hope of final-
izing them for a vote of the property owners at the end of 2012.
