The Board continues to work on District matters. Here are some
of the jtems we are working on.

LAWSUIT— On January 17, 2011, in the matter of Mary Lou
Smith, an individual, and Sharon Denson, an individual, Plain-
tiffs, vs. Trailer Estates Park and Recreation District, Defendant
(2008CA11315), a notice of appeal was filed by the Plaintiffs’
attorney. The appellants have been granted a second extension
until May 25th for the filing of their appeal briefto the 2nd District
Courtlof Appeals (2D 11-315). The brief was filed on May 25th.
The attorneys for the District submitted their response on July
29th, after receiving an extension. The attorneys for the appel-
lants have been granted an extension until September 19th for
the sybmission of their rebuttal.

Oraj arguments have been requested and we will notify you of
the date/location of these. They will be open to the public. Any
additional information regarding the status of this case will be
mentioned at Board meetings and will be posted on Channel 95
and in the Tribune.

DISASTER PREPAREDNESS—The Board is reviewing informa-
tion to assist us in preparing for a disaster. The process is on-going
and the Board will continue to investigate insurance issues and
other matters that will affect the District. This will help us during
all stages of a disaster: evacuation, recovery, rebuilding, etc. For
your|personal home and property please consider reviewing
information that is available in the hall of the Activity Center.
Brochures covering many topics will assist you.

CAPACITY LIMITS—The Fire Marshall has submitted his figures
for ourfacilities. The Board voted in June and these capacity limits
are listed in our rules and regulations. These may be different than
what has been allowed in the past, so please refer to the June
2011 figures for planning your events. In addition, we now have
audio and visual enhancements to our fire alarm systems. We
are lpoking at additional ways to handle large groups for dances.
Please review meeting minutes for any additional information.
DAT SLIP RENTALS--The Board has made some changes to our
policies regarding boat slip rentals in the marina. Renter residents
canjnow rent boat slips at the same rate as property owners. In
addition, the Board has determined that“business or commercial
usef by a boat slip renter is prohibited.

A notice was sent to boat slip renters during the month the
August. If you haven't submitted copies of your updated registra-
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tion, insurance and other materials, please do so at your earliest
convenience. Thank you to all the renters who have sent their
materials in to the office.

MARKETING THE MARINA—The Board is considering ways
to increase boat slip rentals. Please check meeting minutes for
updates.

DEED RESTRICTIONS--The Board is reviewing the recommen-
dations of the Deed Restriction Committee. This has been on-go-
ing, and will continue next fall. Please submit your suggestions to
a member of the Board, or in the District office. We will be working
on these throughout 2011-2012 with the hope of finalizing them
for a vote of the property owners at the end of 2012.

HEALTH INSURANCE --The Board is reviewing health insurance
and other employee benefit costs at their August and September
meetings. A decision will need to be made by the end of Septem-
ber. Please check meeting minutes for information.

COUNTY PROPERTY—The Board is working on an “written”
agreement for the maintenance of the Bay Drive/American Way
property that we have been maintaining. Other considerations
are being discussed. Please check meeting minutes for updates
in this process.

WEBSITE—The Board is looking at revisions to its website in
conjunction with “marketing” strategies for the Marina. A deter-
mination will be made at a meeting this fall.

What is the definition of “reminders"?—some things that we
need to remember!

Flu Clinic

On Wednesday, October 26, 2011 from 8:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m.,
the Manatee Health Department will be here in the back of the
farge hall to administer influenza and pneumonia immunizations.
The influenza vaccine this year will also contain H1N1 strain, oth-
erwise known as swine flu. These injections will be covered by
Medicare. For those in an HMO or Medicare advantage program
there will be a charge and a receipt given to you in order for you to
file with those programs for reimbursement. The cost at this time
has not been determined, however, | am sure it will be competitive
with other clinics. The pneumonia vaccine is usually good for a
lifetime and need not be repeated if you received it after the age
of 65. The influenza vaccine must be given every year to sustain
immunity. The sign-up sheet will be in the office starting the first
of October. You must sign up ahead of time in the office for us to
have a count as to how many injections they need to save for us.
Since we average anywhere from 200-400 injections the Health
department needs this information to plan accordingly.

While you are at the park office, please take the time to make a
copy of your Medicare card to bring with you the day of the clinic.
This will be stapled to the form they use for reimbursement. As
to the optional double strength influenza vaccine they are ex-
perimenting | do not know at this time if the Health Department
will be offering it. Some of the local drug stores are but the cost
is $10 more according to their ads.
