LAWSUIT— In the matter of Mary Lou Smith, an individual and
Sharon Denson, an Individual, Plaintiffs, vs. Trailer Estates Park and
Recreation District, Defendants (2008 CA11315), the judge filed
her ruling in favor of Trailer Estates and against the Plaintiffs aftera
7-day trial held October 2010.On November 15, 2010 the Plaintiffs’
attorney filed a motion for rehearing of judgment with the court.
On December 17, 2010, the judge filed her ruling denying the
Plaintjffs' motion for rehearing and clarification. Other motions
are stjll pending: 1) a motion to tax costs against the plaintiffs,
and 2) a motion for attorneys’ fees. These motions were filed by
the attorneys for the District, on behalf of the District.

On Jlanuary 17, 2011, a notice of appeal was filed by the Plaintiffs’
ey. On May 25, 2011 the appeal brief was submitted by the

respanse. In September, the attorney for the plaintiffs filed their
rebuttal. Oral arguments have been scheduled for December 7th,
9:30a.m., 2nd District Court of Appeal, 1005 East Memorial Boule-
vard, Lakeland, Florida. The appeal hearing is open to the public.

Any additional information regarding the status of this case will
be mentioned at Board meetings and will be posted on Channel
95 and in the Tribune.

CQUNTY PROPERTY—The Board is working on a “written”
agreement for the maintenance of the Bay Drive/American Way
property that we have been maintaining.

Please check meeting minutes for updates
in this process.

DISASTER PREPAREDNESS—The Board is reviewing informa-
tion to assist us in preparing for a disaster. The processis on-going
and the Board will continue to investigate insurance issues and
other matters that will affect the District. This will help us during
all stages of a disaster: evacuation, recovery, rebuilding, etc. For
your personal home and property please consider reviewing
information that is available in the hall of the Activity Center.
hures covering many topics will assist you.

DEED RESTRICTIONS--The Board is reviewing the recom-

mendations of the Deed Restriction Committee. This has been
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on-going and on October 31, 2011 there was a compilation of our
previous efforts. If you wish to have a copy of the deed restrictions
that we are discussing, please stop in the District office. We will be
working on these throughout 2011-2012 with the hope of final-
izing them for a vote of the property owners at the end of 2012.

ELECTION—The election will be held on December 6, 2011
from 12 noon to 8 p.m. in the Large/Small Hall. Please read the
article in this month’s Tribune for the names of the candidates
and directions for obtaining an absentee ballot.

FINANCIALS—The audit for 2010-2011 fiscal year is in process.
We will report on the progress at board meetings, although we
already know that we did well by ending the year“under budget”’
Once the audit is finished the financial statements will be mailed
to the property owners.

MARKETING THE MARINA—The Board is considering ways to
increase boat slip rentals. We are distributing aTE Marina brochure
to area fish tackle/bait shops, boat dealers, and boat shows. If you
have friends or family who are looking for a place to dock their
boat, tell them about the TE Marina or stop in the office to pick
up a brochure for them.
